Centralia Wins Class 2A Evergreen Conference Title

CENTRALIA - What had been scheduled as a common regular-season-ending fastpitch game
between Centralia and Chehalis turned into the championship game for the Class 2A Evergreen
Conference, and Centralia pitcher Ramona Lorton prevailed.

Lorton held Chehalis to one hit and hit two home runs to lead the Tigers to a 6-1 win Thursday.
"She's the real deal, a complete player,” Centralia coach Ken Olson said.
This is Olson's second district title in 16 years as the Tigers' coach.

Centralia catcher Jordan Scherer made two key pickoffs, including against a Chehalis runner who
carried the conference record of 26 straight stolen bases into the game.
